WEATHER

Wednesday Windy, occasional heavy showers.

Thursday Very windy and showery in morning, winds increasing with further heavy showers in afternoon
Friday Light winds, generally dull but occasional bright spells

WEATHER EFFECTS

The rising winds on Thursday afternoon caused concern and eventually the shoot was stopped after 7% dozen of the
second York/Hereford round. In accordance with SAP 4, the Judges and Tournament Organiser agreed that the
Double Round would be completed on Friday and that the Handicap round, the Long National, would be cancelled.

The Double round was very challenging for all who competed and we are just grateful that it was completed on the
third day.
